escription St. Apostles Peter and Paul’s Orthodox Church is the only Orthodox

Church in Siauliai County. It is a very small church, now in this Orthodox
Church worship takes place 3 times a week to meet over 100 believers.

First St. Apostles Peter and Paul’s Orthodox Church was built in 1863 in
Siauliai city center, near the catholic St. Apostles Peter and Paul’s
cathedral. During the World War I there was a military hospital. Later the
church was restored into the parish. However, the city government decided
to move the church in order to establish there a town square. The Orthodox
Church had to be removed. So in 1936 the Orthodox Church was built in
the cemetery, several hundreds meters away from Siauliai city centre. In
1937 the parish had 1832 believers. At present the number is much smaller
and people of mainly Russian nationality attend it.
